A WEEKEND BOOKING FOR POLYAPES COMMENCES AT 1800 HOURS FRIDAY AND ENDS AT 1600 HOURS SUNDAY. ANY VARIATION TO THESE TIMES WILL BE CHARGEABLE. WHOLE WEEK BOOKINGS OR MORE,TO BE ARRANGED/AGREED AT THE TIME OF BOOKING.  ALL BOOKINGS ARE TO BE MADE THROUGH THE WEBSITE. WE DO NOT TAKE PROVISIONAL BOOKINGS. THE BOOKING IS ONLY CONFIRMED ON RECEIPT OF THE DEPOSIT WHICH IS (NON REFUNDABLE) 
ALL ACCOUNTS MUST BE SETTLED BEFORE DEPARTURE. PLEASE ENSURE THE MEANS OF PAYMENT ARE BROUGHT TO CAMP. CHEQUES ARE PAYABLE TO POLYAPES.

A SURCHARGE OF £25 WILL BE ADDED TO FEES NOT COLLECTED DURING YOUR STAY. 

A CLEANING CHARGE OF £50 WILL BE LEVIED IF ANY BUILDING IS NOT LEFT IN THE CONDITION IT WAS FOUND.

"The Scout Association's policy is to safeguard the welfare of all members by protecting them from, physical, sexual and emotional harm". All users of this campsite will be expected to adopt a code of behaviour in line with the above policy. Non Scouting groups will be asked to provide a copy of their Policy and may be asked to sign a copy of ours. In the event of an accident that requires the emergency services being called, this must be co-ordinated with the Duty Warden (if present) a nominated person must be sent to the bottom of the drive to see the emergency services onto the site. Any accidents must be reported to the Duty Warden (if present) & entered in the accident book.

Polyapes:  is run on a voluntary basis wherever possible we will endeavour to have wardens or service crew on site during your stay. However, users of the site are required to operate a rota to ensure that both toilet blocks are kept clean during the duration of their stay.  The designated SAFE HAVEN for POLYAPES is the Main Reception known as THE CABIN.
OPEN FIRES ARE ONLY ALLOWED IN EXISTING FIRE PITS AND NO WHERE ELSE. AN ACCESS PATH FROM THE CAR PARK TO THE WHISTLE FIELD MUST BE KEPT CLEAR AT ALL TIMES.
Damage/Breakage: The Wardens make an inspection of Polyapes at the beginning of every camp any breakages or damages discovered during or at the end of the camping stay will be the collective responsibility of all on site that week end. Buildings: A cleaning charge will be payable if the buildings are not left to the satisfaction of the duty Crew/Wardens.
Party Leaders: You are responsible for the supervision of all your charges whilst using the site and its facilities. You will also be asked to provide a copy of a valid camping permit at the time of booking. NO adult within your party may have unsupervised access to any young person using the site unless that adult has been checked and been deemed suitable to work with young people by your organisation. ALL adults within your party must have been provided with a copy of the Scout Association's Child Protection Code of Practice ALL adults within your party must be informed that contravention of the Child Protection Code of Practice could lead to them being asked to leave the site and the Scout Association initiating its reporting and referral procedures.   
The Management Committee has conducted a risk assessment of the site and identified hazards or potential hazards and wherever possible and practicable, either removed the potential hazard or placed the necessary signs to warn of these hazards. Party Leaders are to supply Polyapes with a copy of their risk assessment. Polyapes is an open field camping site, and as such, users of the site should be aware of the inherent risks from flora & fauna in any such environment. 

Polyapes Management cannot be held responsible for any injuries caused arising from any of the above. Leaders will be required to sign that they have accepted these as part of the terms and conditions.
